1. In the course of an argument over the ownership of a pair of trousers, Ademola stabbed Dell on the arm with a pen knife. Kunle, who was present, immediately backed Deil and rushed him to the hospital. On the way, Kunletripped over a stone and dropped Deji on the ground. John, who was driving by, pulled over and assisted them to the General Hospital, where, unfortunately, there was no Doctor to attend to them. John thereafter decided to take Deji to God Heals Private Hospital. At the hospital, the Doctor after reluctantly accepting a deposit of N5000 instead of the N10, 000 he demanded for, proceeded to examine Deji who was found to have lost a lot of blood. The Doctor stated that a blood transfusion needed to be done urgently. Deji refused to have a blood transfusion based on his religious beliefs. He died two days later, and the autopsy result showed that:

Deji had sustained additional injuries when Kunleaccidentally tripped and dropped him on the ground on the way to the hospital.

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Instruction: ANSWER 4 QUESTIONS IN ALL, 2 QUESTIONS IN EACH SECTION SECTION A
1. One early evening, there was a fight between Eddie Gutierrez and Mario Cortez. Later that evening, at about 11 o'clock, Eddie passed by the house of Mario carrying a plastic bag containing gasoline, threw the bag at the house of Mario who was inside the house watching television, and then lit it. The front wall of the house started blazing and some neighbours yelled and shouted. Forthwith, Mario poured water on the burning portion of the house. Neighbours also rushed in to help put the fire under control before any great damage could be inflicted and before the flames have extensively spread. Only a portion of the house was burned.
Eddie Gutierrez escaped from the above scene and joined four other of his colleagues Wale, Mustapha, Uche and wazobia in a beer house along MacArthur Highway having a drinking spree. At about 1 o'clock in the morning, they decided to pay their bills but they were still short of P2,000.00. Eddie Gutierrez then orchestrated a plan whereby Wale, Mustapha, Uche and wazobia would go out, flag a taxicab and rob any taxi driver of all his money while Uche would wait for them in the beer house. Wale, Mustapha, Uche and wazobia agreed. All armed with balisongs, Wale, Mustapha, Uche and wazobia hailed the first taxicab they encountered. After robbing Bwari, the driver, of his earnings, which amounted to P1,000:00 only, they needed P1,000.00 more to meet their bill. So, they decided to hail another taxicab and they again robbed driver Taye of his hard-earned money amounting to P1,000. On their way back to the beer house, they were apprehended by a police team upon the complaint of Bwari, the driver of the first cab.
Wale picked one of the Police Officer's bag containing money from the bonnet of the Police van without them suspecting except of the Police Officer known as Jacob, he pulled Wale by the side and said to him "you know that whether you are guilty or not, if i take you to the charge office, you will be locked up until the investigation ends. Instead of being locked up in the cell for nothing, if you are not guilty you should try and give me something" and demanded the sum of P10,000 to set him free so as to prevent the case from going to court.
